1. Dennis Thornton called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

2. Carl moved to accept the minutes of the September 14 meeting with minor corrections, Jim second, motion carried.

3. Fran presented the treasurers report.  Matching funds have not been received as yet for the Shoreland Restoration.  Payment of $4,237.67 was paid for the Sheriff’s Patrol.  Approximately $6,000 has been collected from boat launch fees.  Jim moved to accept the treasurers report, Carl second, motion carried.

4. A large number of Zebra Mussels have been found on piers and boats.  Joy Krubsack will write an article for the newsletters.  Using boats and motors will prevent accumulation.  Once out of water, they die.

5. Two Shoreland Restoration projects have been completed on Pine Lake.  The swim team has helped install biologs and create rain gardens.  Some others projects will be completed next spring, several more are signed up for next year.  Five properties were completed this year.  NES is creating a booklet on native plants and how to implement the restoration.

6. The Volunteer Luncheon served 25 people.  A nice lunch was provided at Popp’s Lake Aire.

7. The combined newsletter with the town received good comments and will be continued.  The next issue is January.

8. The next meeting will review the long-range and lake management plans.

9.  Grants were discussed.  This is the last year for Invasive Species elimination; the Shoreland was for one year only.  The dam, which is owned by the Town, needs to be replaced.

10.  The next meeting will be November 9, 2009.  The December meeting will be skipped.

11.  At 10 a.m., Fran moved to adjourn the meeting, Joe second.  Motion carried.
