CLPA Meeting Notes – Oct. 13, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Dan Bleck.
· Minutes of Sept. 8 were read. Carl moved, Jim seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Carl reported that the dam is still closed and the water level is down due to dry conditions. He plans to open it and leave it open for the winter.

· Dick said he has trapped 16 muskrats this fall. He has called a professional trapper who plans to come out to the lake shortly. Dick has a list of property owners who have complained about muskrat damage.

· Bob said that John Koss found one adult zebra mussel in the lakes in June. He confirmed with the DNR that it was a mussel. Bob said he had talked with the DNR, which sent out someone to check the water for juvenile zebra mussels. The report has not yet come back. Bob said property owners could check their piers when they take them out, but that the one zebra mussel could have fallen off a boat using the lake. No others have been found.

· The Gibson Island boardwalk work continues, Dick said. Mike Nelson completed work on the parking area on Cloverleaf Lake Road. Dick led a tour of the island on Sept. 20, with 25 people participating.

· Dennis and Dan Bleck briefed the board on the Shoreland Restoration committee’s plans. Three properties were included in shoreland work in 2008. Dan showed maps, drawings and photos of the project on his property that included shoreland work and two rain gardens to stop runoff from entering the lake. Dennis went through the committee’s proposal, which would pay property owners up to $1,000 in a 50-50 matching grant for shoreland work. The plan includes obtaining an approved plan, purchasing native plants, and recruiting or hiring young people to help with the planting and mulching. Property owners could do the work once or in stages. Bob said he wants to go ahead with shoreland restoration whether or not funds can be obtained from the town or the DNR. Jim moved, Joe seconded spending up to $6,000 in CLPA funds in 2009 if other funding is not available. All in favor.
· Joe reported on his investigation into a camera for the boat launch that would photograph boats that have invasive weeds attached. He recommended against buying the camera unless a grant would cover the expense.

· Dick and Bob will work on a list of local and state boating rules to be posted at the information kiosk at the boat landing. Carol Wegner is helping.

· Invitations have gone out for the Volunteer Recognition luncheon to be held Oct. 26 at noon at Popp’s Lake-Aire.
· Jim moved, Dick seconded adjournment at 11:45 a.m. All in favor.
