CLPA Meeting Notes – Nov. 17, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe.
· Minutes of Oct. 13 were read. Jim moved, Carl seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported total assets of $67,213.44. She said she had renewed several CDs with CoVantage Credit Union. Carl moved, Joe seconded approval of the report. All in favor.
· Bob and Carl met with DNR and Shawano County officials to discuss plans for a possible new dam on the south end of Pine Lake. Bob said the DNR was receptive to the idea and it was a productive meeting. The dam will likely be a spillway-type and could be constructed in 2010.

· No zebra mussels or their offspring were found in Cloverleaf Lakes by a DNR survey, Bob said. John Koss had found one adult zebra mussel earlier this year, but that could have dropped off a boat. Bob said the report was good news for the lakes.

· Dick and Todd Wippermann have worked up a set of local and state boating regulations to be posted at the boat launch. Dick will check town ordinances to see if the list of rules is complete.

· A DNR grant for shoreline restoration has been approved. The grant will be discussed in more detail at the next CLPA meeting.

· Dick said Mike Nelson has made good progress on the Gibson Island boardwalk and hopes it is completed by the end of 2008.

· Dick reported he has trapped about 25 muskrats this fall.

· The town of Belle Plaine has signed a contract with Right Size Rolloffs to pick up garbage at 361 homes in the northern half of the town, Bob said. The recycling center will remain open for lakes area residents.
· Bob moved, Dick seconded paying annual dues to the Wisconsin Association of Lakes, plus a $200 donation to the WAL legal fund. All in favor.

· Dick moved, Joe seconded paying Mike Nelson for removing the buoys. All in favor.

· The board decided to cancel its meetings in December and February, unless issues arise that need attention. It will meet on the second Monday in January 2009.

· Dennis will collect information for the next newsletter to be printed in January. Included will be a survey on whether to have a theme for the Pontoon Parade.

· Joe moved, Dick seconded adjourning at 11:30 a.m. All in favor.
