Dennis Thornton called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Fran presented the current Treasurers Report.  Bills will be paid to the Wisconsin Association of Lake dues and a donation to their legal fund, total $500.  Newsletter printing by the Town has saved us considerable fees.  A comment was received to include information about the Sanitary Districts in the township newsletter.  A motion to approve the payment of bills was made by Carl, second Dick, motion carried.

The Lake Management Master Plan will be updated at the meeting of all former participants to be held on April 24. Saturday morning is set for the meeting, including lunch at Popps.  Dennis read the invitation letter, made a few corrections, Carol will print and mail them.  In addition to the previous participants, invitations will be sent to all board members, the Nodolfs, Kris Doan, and Judy Simon.

The Fourth of July dance continuance was discussed.  Dick will go with Steve Joosten to discuss the matter with Chris and Dewey at the Rustic.

6.
Dick showed a poster and rules for the Bow/Spearing Carp Capture Contest.  May 22 to June 12 will be the time frame for the contest. Dick will confer with Pella organizers to check on their contest. A scale to weigh them will be provided.  The April newsletter will contain more information.

The boat monitor situation will be tabled until Joe can offer his input.  Set hours, more direction, backup for additional hours, monitoring during fishing club contests will all be considered.

The board agreed to pay for new software for the web site.  It would be helpful to know how many hits the site receives.  Dennis will send information to Ed Stuebe for an e-mail to members to determine if anyone is interested in taking over the web site operation.

A highway department grants application is being pursued for the Stieg property boat trailer parking lot.  Bids will go out for the construction.  About 50 feet of trees are to be left at the road.  The park pavilion may have contributions from Snowmobile groups that use the property trails.  Money is also available from the transmission fund.  Signage would have to be made for non-trailer parking not being allowed nor trailer parking on highway.
