BUSINESS MEETING

A video of animals, trees, and fauna of Gibson Island was shown.  It was produced by Kris Dorn.

Dennis Thornton welcomed the members of CLPA.  The organization was founded in 1930 and is in it 80th year.  Board members were introduced along with guests Supervisor Harold Polzin, Todd Wippermann of the DNR, Shawano Sheriffs Randy Wright and Tom Tuma, Matt Harp of Lake and Pond Solutions, and Ryan Popp, the new boat monitor.  Thanks went to Razz and Chris Dewey of the Rustic Resort for hosting the meeting.

The sheriffs will be monitoring the lakes this summer on weekends, evening and over the Fourth of July.  If there is a problem on the water or with fireworks, call the department.

Minutes of the 2009 meeting, held May 3, 2009 were distributed.  Dave Morack moved, Steve Joosten seconded approval of minutes.  All in favor, motion carried.

4.
Fran West presented the treasurer’s report.  Assets total 67,157.  Membership to date is 138.  Esther Letvin moved, Russ Kafka seconded approval of the treasurer’s report.  All in favor, motion carried.

5.
Election of board members followed.  Terms of Carl Bruggink, Dick Thurow, and Joe Mass are up.  Ed Stuebe moved to retain current board members, Dave Morak seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

LAKE MANAGEMENT PLANNING REPORTS


Long Range Plan:  There will be a fall meeting to revise the Long-Range Comprehensive Lake Management Plan.  Letters will be sent to previous committee members.  Anyone interested in being on the committee, please contact a board member.


Gibson Island:  Joy Krubsack, chair of the town stewardship committee, also included Dennis Thornton, Fran West, Stan Kleiss, Molly Joosten, and caretaker, Dick Thurow.  The area is protected as sensitive.  Invasive plants are being identified and eliminated.  There is a need for three more people to help identify these invasives and remove them.  Only one plant will be assigned a person, who will be trained on its identification.  Native plants are being catalogued but not identified for fear people will try to remove them.

One eagle baby has been seen.  More may be in the nest.

A new bike rack has been installed and a sign indicating the parking area as access to Gibson Island.  There is to be no bike traffic on the trails on the island.

The boardwalk wood will be treated by Mike Nelson, paid for by the Town.  There is a new trail marked, from north to south.  It is an easier walk without the hills.

Data is being kept on the location of carp, loons, and the eagles.

If there are problems with people on the island, a note can be placed on their cars, people talked to, or notification given to the sheriff.


Shoreland Restoration:  Kery Kafka reported there are still matching funds of $1000 for new projects.  A pontoon tour will be available to view current projects.  Meet at the boat landing on July 24.  A buffer of 30 feet or as little as 3 feet will prevent runoff.  Additional committee members include Dennis Thornton, Joy Krubsack, Dan Bleck, and Kathy Nodolf.


Aquatic Plant Invasive Treatment:  Russ Kafka reported nine acres of Eurasian water milfoil and six acres of curly-leaf pondweed were treated this year.  Our lakes have been invaded by zebra mussels.  We have volunteered to the DNR as a test site if they have any solution for them.  It is important to run your motor once a week and wear water shoes walking in the water,  Additional committee members include Denny and Kathy Nodolf, and Fran West.

 ACTIVITIES UPDATE


Fourth of July activities are coordinated by Steve Joosten.  On July 3 the Kiddie Parade starts at 10 a.m., the Pontoon Parade, without a theme, at 6:30 p.m., and fireworks at about 9:30 p.m.  Please do not throw water filled balloons.  The sheriff will lead the parade.  There will not be a dance but an Art Fair on Sunday, July 4 at Buzz and Macs from 10 a.m. until 4 p.m.  Stan Kleiss is handling fund raising of the silent auction and prints of a Dan Bleck painting of an eagle painted from a photo taken by Andy Johnson.


The new event of the Carp Capture Contest has included 12 people with 34 carp caught.  One of 31 pounds and 37 inches.  The contest ends on June 12.


Boat monitoring is being handled by Ryan Popp.


Report on the well water testing will be given at the CLPA board meeting on June 14 at the Town Hall at 9 a.m.


Shoreline Restoration pontoon tour will be held on July 24.


Application forms and information on the Golf Outing will be included with the next newsletter.  The date is July 28 at the Clintonville Riverside Golf Course.  Raffles for various items, Bleck prints and a membership to the golf course will be available.  Jim Aumann is in charge of the Golf Outing with an assist from Kurt Popp and Stan Kleiss.


The Welcoming Committee has prepared information packets for new lake residents.  They are talking to neighbors to encourage membership in CLPA.  The committee is chaired by Bob Tomczyk, including Ed Stuebe, Molly Joosten, Carol Wegner, and Kathy Nodolf.

Dick Thurow continues to trap muskrats.


Joy Mass captured only 11 rusty crayfish last year.
