Kevin Masarik gave a review of the major items from the 57 well water tests.  He answered several questions from the residents.  The water is of good quality.  Bacteria and nitrates were very good.  If problems with water, a reverse osmosis system may be needed.

Fran presented the current Treasurers Report.  Joe moved to approve the report, second 

Dick, motion carried.

Carl moved to retain the present officer positions for the coming year, second Dick,
