CLPA Meeting Notes – March 31, 2009
Location: Tomashek residence, 2 p.m.

A special meeting of the Cloverleaf Lakes Protection Association board was held to discuss plans to start a water patrol of the lakes during the summer. Bob had met with officials of the Shawano County Sheriff’s Department to ask about boat patrols. Capt. Tom Tuma of the Sheriff’s Department met with the board to outline his plans and a tentative schedule of patrols.

Tuma said officers would be available on overtime for a fee of $50 an hour, including boat and fuel. Bob had suggested a maximum of $5,000 for the summer. One or two officers would patrol in four-hour increments, mostly on weekends, using the sheriff’s boat or a Ski-Doo personal watercraft. They would have the authority to write citations for violations of state laws or town ordinances.


He said the officers would watch for unsafe and reckless boating, would check whether boaters had proper equipment including life jackets and would enforce rules, including state laws on water skiing and personal watercraft. Board members suggested that deterrence and safety were more important than writing tickets. Tuma said officers would also visit with residents, while on patrol, about their concerns.

Hours would vary according to Tuma’s schedule and would be subject to change if officers were not available or the weather was bad. 


Fran moved to accept the boat patrol schedule as presented, Carl seconded. All in favor. Tuma will be in contact with Bob as the summer season approaches.
