CLPA Meeting Notes – March 9, 2009
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Fran West, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe, Duane Killips and Merritt Sasse.
· Minutes of Jan. 12 were read. Carl moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Total assets are $78,862, including a DNR grant for shoreland restoration. Dick moved, Jim seconded approval. All in favor.
· Dennis presented a draft of town ordinances and state boating rules to be posted at the boat landing. Jim moved, Carl seconded having signs made and posted. All in favor. Carl suggested having the rules passed out to boaters by the boat monitor.
· Duane Killips and Merritt Sasse presented information on a new chapter of Shadows on the Wolf being formed in Clintonville. The Shadows group in Shiocton has raised more than $600,000 in 18 years. The group will raise money to support conservation projects and youth programs in the area, with Cloverleaf Lakes being eligible for funding. Its annual banquet will be held Sept. 29. Dennis will get information about the Shadows into the CLPA newsletter.
· Dick said Mike Nelson’s crew is putting the finishing touches on the Gibson Island boardwalk. The legs and the boards are in place; side boards and railings should be finished within a few days.

· Fran moved, Carl seconded, holding the CLPA annual meeting at 10 a.m. Saturday, May 23, with a ribbon-cutting for the Gibson Island boardwalk to follow at 1 p.m. All in favor. The marketing committee will plan the meeting.
· The board has been asked about its policy of using the CLPA’s e-mail list to send personal messages. Jim moved, Carl seconded forming a policy to sell (or give to members) the Directory, which has personal information submitted by members, but not furnishing the e-mail list or access to the web site. All in favor.

· Bob and Dennis, as well as Russ Kafka, plan to attend part of the Wisconsin Association of Lakes convention in Green Bay March 18-20.

· Bob updated the board on the status of CLPA summer projects. Joe will coordinate rusty crayfish trapping. Dick will trap muskrats and obtain a DNR permit for the CLPA. Chris Sampson will coordinate the fishery group. Dick and Joe will handle water testing. Dick will help Mike Nelson install new buoys purchased by the town with transmission line funds. Russ Kafka will coordinate treatment of Eurasian water milfoil and curly-leaf pondweed. Carl reported the dam is open and will remain open until the water level reaches 72 inches. Bob will work with the boat monitor to stress keeping zebra mussels out of the lakes.
· Dennis reported that a no-phosphorus lawn fertilizer bill was passed by the Assembly. Another lake-related bill that is being considered is a slow no-wake zone within 100 feet of shoreline.

· Dick moved, Bob seconded adjourning at 11:25 a.m. All in favor.
