He has has information from Howard Unrath and 
Ron Miller.  The old beaver dam has been taken out.  Weeds from the outlet have been removed.  The dam at Pine Manor still has stop logs in.  Scott Koehnke of the DNR has asked Pine Manor to lower the logs.  Dick said Pine Manor wants to keep its ponds filled.  The DNR has control with fines ranging to $1000 for non compliance.  Dennis T indicated he Lake Association has no authority.  The Town Board and Lake Association recommends no wake to avoid pier and shoreline damage.  Vegetation will be cleaned from the channel.  Dick stressed not overreacting.
