Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

Carl moved to accept the minutes of the June 14 meeting, Dick second, motion carried.

Fran presented the current Treasurers Report.  Dick moved to approve the report and pay 

the outstanding bills; second Jim, motion carried.

Golf Outing activities were addressed by Jim.  Posters are made.  Golfers need to send in 

reservation forms.  Donations, hole sponsors, and raffles are needed.  Jim gave forms for 

those items.

Russ Kafka sent an e-mail concerning the invasive species.  There seems to be an increase caused by the zebra muscles attached to the plants.  Matt Harp in coming in July for a post treatment survey.  He will retreat up to two acres.  We have paid $8,000 for nine acres with $2,000 more possible.  Grants pay 50%, volunteer time helps, paying $8.00 per hour.  The Town has allocated $5,500.  Long Lake has paid $7,200.  The Town Board has our grant request on its agenda.  The invasive committee is meeting in September.

Shawano County is asking for support of an aquatic invasive grant.  Carl moved, Dick 

seconded to have Dennis write a letter of support; motion carried.

With the large amounts of rainfall, the dam channel should be kept clear of vegetation.

The Kiddie Parade was again a success.  Thank you letters need to be sent to Joostens, 

Fletch's for ice cream, Town Fire Department, County Post and Clintonville Chronicle 

newspapers, the Sheriffs Department for both the Kiddy and Pontoon Parades, and Mike 

Nelson for the fireworks.


There were only eight boats in the Pontoon Parade.  There were 138 pontoon boats at one 
count on our lakes.  The boats moved too fast, the numbers were hard to see, and Carol 

will revise the form for judging.  The parade and fireworks will be held on July 2, 2011.

The Art Fair was a big success, ten times as many people attended then the previous 

dance.  The vendors were happy.  Arrangements need to be started earlier next year.

Marketing Committee can handle fund raising activities.


Several prints and the original Dan Bleck painting were sold at the Art Fair.  Buzz of 

Buzz and Macs wanted to buy a print.  He will put it on display and sell additional prints.  
Prints can be made available at the Triathlon September 4, and Clintonville Art Fair 

September 18 (10 a.m.-4 p.m.), for a $25 registration fee.  We need a sign for the Lake 

Association for future events.  Also a tent canopy.  Carl moved, Joe second to authorize 

buying a canopy, motion carried.

Shoreland restoration grant expired June 30 but is being extended.  NES Ecological 

Services is still working to create a booklet on creating a restoration project.

July 24 is the pontoon classroom to look at current restoration projects.  Kayak day is set 

for August 19 or 26.

Fran indicated money is available from the Tomashek fund.  The family would like the 

new trail on the island be named for Bob.  The Town Board is not inclined to name 

streets, etc. after specific people.  Scholarships at schools seems to be the best choice for 

the use of the money.
