Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

Dick indicated during the Triathlon, the dump was not closed as indicated.  Perhaps it will be necessary to close the road to traffic during the Triathlon.  Dick moved to accept the minutes of the August 9 meeting, Joe second, motion carried

3.
Fran presented the current the Treasurer’s report.  The Golf Outing profit was  $6,646.  A CD is coming due soon and will be renewed.  Joe moved to accept the report, Carl second, motion carried.

4.
Dennis Nodolf and Stan Kleiss had arranged a meeting with Dennis T, Carl B, Fran W, and Jim A.  They presented material the CLPA Board should consider.  It included a draft of a letter to the DNR concerning the lake level. After much discussion, it was stated the board has no legal right to adjust the dam beyond the DNR settings, no control over the Pine Manor dam, could suffer trespassing and other legal penalties.  This was an unusual year of excessive rainfall.  It is the responsibility of the owners to provide whatever remedies they deem necessary for their own property.  Fran moved to reject the proposal, Carol second, motion carried.

Jim moved that he and Carl contact Pine Manor to discuss their dam position.  The discussion centered on the fact that the DNR is responsible for the situation.  Motion failed for lack of a second.

The raffle, run by Ed Stuebe, of Packer tickets donated by Jim A, netted a profit of $853.  Another time we should have a big sign to advertise it better.

The Clintonville Art Show on September 18 will run from 10-4.  Dick will help with the tent setup, Dennis, Fran and Carol will handle the CLPA booth.  The Bleck eagle prints will be for sale.

The volunteer lunch will be set for November 7 at Popp Lake Aire at noon.  Esther Letvin will facilitate the review of the long range plan.  Letters will be sent asking for an RSVP.

Russ Kafka sent a report of the Aquatic Invasive Species committee.  There was a review of the surveys, training sessions, February deadline for a new DNR grant, additional treatment by Matt Harp.  Dennis will approach the town board for a resolution for the grant as sponsor.  This should include a grant for the boat monitor as well.

The Lake Association Directory will come out next year.  Ads need to be sold and a printer found.  Perhaps CRI, the printer of the newsletter, would agree to print the directory.  Personal delivery of the directory could encourage membership.  The Welcome Committee will be asked to help.

Carl suggested looking into the possibility of a path around the lake for walkers and bikers.

Joe reported only 13 rusty crayfish were trapped this year  He indicated we had 1147 boats recorded at the boat landing.  The size of the motors included 406 of 0-50 HP; 274 of 51-100 HP; and 467 of 101 plus HP.

There have been a number of boats not following the NO WAKE on Grass Lake at Adams Beach.

Fran and Carol will look at a larger screen for projector presentations at the annual meeting.
