· Dennis Thornton called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

· Carol read the minutes from the CLPA Meeting of July 13, 2009.  Fran corrected the cost and income for the Fourth of July dance, other minor corrections were noted and will be made. Carl moved to approve the minutes as corrected, Jim second, approved.

Mitzie Thurow made a video of the pontoon parade, which will be made available for the Annual meeting presentation.


The fogger trailer was sold to Mike Nelson for $150.

· Carl moved to pay for flowers for Bob Tomashek.  Joe second, carried.

· Dennis has not received results on Zebra Mussel testing.

· The sheriff’s department boat monitoring included 8 trips and mileage for a cost of $2234.77 and is half through the season.  We have budgeted up to $5000.

· The well water testing of the lakes and town would include more tests from UW Stevens Point then tests from Madison.  It would also make the properties tested at a cost of $49.  Next April was the time set for the testing if approved by the Lake Association and the Town of Belle Plaine.  Dennis will bring it up at the next Town Board meeting as well as put an article in the newsletter.  Kerry Kafka could also attend the Town Board meeting.  

· Kery Kafka will itemize money for the Shoreland Restoration projects.  Thornton and Letven projects are completed.  Fran has paid NES.  The grant is prepaid to us.  We have one more year for the invasive grant.  Kery will ask the Town for repair of the boat launch from Transmission money.

· Joe has caught only seven crayfish.

· Dick will continue to trap muskrats now there is extra water in the lakes from the rain.

· Joe reported the boat monitor recorded 816 boats, 1455 people. Volunteers are needed to cover the rest of the summer and Labor Day weekend.  Nest year will require set hours of the monitor with a substitute if the monitor is away.

· Carol has collected the boat landing money and taken to Town Clerk.  No total of collections was available.  Dick will pick up the money in Carol’s absence.

· Dick will talk with Alvin Bartz about a parking lot sign for Gibson Island.  The fire department can get emergency equipment to the island in case of a fire.

· The Eco-Recreation set for August 15 is meeting at Sandy Beach.

· Jim gave a review of the golf outing and finances.  There was a discussion of some of the activities and procedures.  Someone did win the hole in one for a prize of $10,000.  There were articles in the Shawano and Clintonville papers about the events.  Jim will get letterhead paper and stamps from Carol for his thank you letters.

· Membership in the Lake Association is down.  Discussion suggested an increase in dues, donations as charitable for tax purposes, talking to your neighbors, and help from the Welcome Committee.  Fran will check on our charitable status.

· Carol will maintain a backup of the membership records that Fran keeps, Dennis and Carol will receive a periodic memory stick of the financial records.

· Dennis obtained a list of Town of Belle Plaine residents, which Carol will compare with the Lake Association list for the combined newsletter mailing. CRI will print and mail the combined newsletters, the Town charging the Lake Association 10-15% of the cost.

· September 5 is the date for the Triathlon run by Mary Wetzel.  Volunteers are needed and can contact Mary, Ed Steube, or Dennis.

· The family of Bob Tomashek will create of memorial in his name.  Approximately $1000 was collected which will be held in a separate account, available for school projects, environment activities, etc.  Additional donations may be made to the fund.  The Marketing Committee will receive applications for funds.  Dennis moved to accept the Memorial Funds, the treasurer will hand the money.  Carl second, approved.

· Fran will obtain keys and notify the post office to add Dennis and Carol to the list of approved persons with access to the Post Office Box.

· Dick will talk to the Town Board about parked and junk trailers residing on town roads

· Dennis will be added to the bank account access.

· Fran will purchase four extra memory sticks for the records backup.
