CLPA MEETING NOTES—January 11, 2010

1. Dennis Thornton called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

2. Item 13 on November 9 was corrected to indicate the water-testing program would be held on April 17.  Carl moved to accept the minutes of the October 19 meeting, Jim second, motion carried.

3. The Lake Management plan should be updated with another meeting of all former participants.  April 24, Saturday morning is set for the meeting, including lunch. Esther Letven will again serve as facilitator.  There will be 35 to 40 group members with five consultants.  Fran and Dennis will create the invitation letter, Carol will mail them.

4. Dick suggested prizes for the Bow/Spearing Carp Capture Contest.  May 22 to June 12 should be the time frame for the contest.  Water temperature is also a factor.  Dick will check with the DNR for permission to capture at night.  Participants will need to register and be given instructions and DNR rules.  A scale to weigh them will be needed.  The April newsletter will contain more information.

5. There was extensive discussion of the possibility of replacing the dam.  The County has put out bids for a study at a cost of $15,000 to $20,000.  The possible replacement cost of the dam could be $50,000 to $60,000.  Perhaps it is best to maintain it as is.

6. The Annual Meeting will be held Saturday, May 29 from 10-12 a.m.  The theme will be “Threats to our Lakes” including Zebra Mussels, Eurasian Milfoil, necessary boat monitoring, and a summary of the April 24 long range plan.  We have notified the DNR we are willing to be a test site for elimination of Zebra Mussels.

7. Well water testing will take place Saturday, April 17 from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and Sunday, April 18 from 12 p.m. to 3 p.m.  Participants will pick up a bottle at the Town Hall and return them later.  The cost is $44, which includes extensive testing by Stevens Point.

8. The boat landing needs repair to prevent further damage to it and to boats being launched.  Possible solutions include a 20-foot grate, concrete or poured cement.  It needs to be flexible due to weather and ice conditions.

9. The Town Board is meeting with local bartenders concerning complaints of noise and unruly behavior at bars.

10. The next board meeting will be held February 8, 2010.

11. At 10:45 a.m., Dick moved to adjourn the meeting, Carl second.  Motion carried.
