CLPA BOARD MEETING NOTES-September 12, 2011

1.
Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.
2
Carl talked about a trail around the lakes on the road.  Dennis said the Country is working 
on a bike trail and will consider it as roads are being redone.  Carl moved to accept the 

minutes of the August 8 meeting, Dick second, motion carried.
3.
Treasurer’s report was reviewed.  The golf outing and shoreland restoration rebates are in 
the checking account but will be transferred to Money Market.  Bleck prints need $1,000 

yet to pay costs.  We have paid Onterra for the lake survey but we should be reimbursed 

by the Town.  Fran will meet with the accountant today about the tax status.  If we do not 
get DNR grants, the Town will not be able to help.  Joe asked about the sheriff boat 


patrols costs.  We will be getting more bills.  Carl will contact the dog rescue person for 

water safety patrol.  Dick moved to approve the Treasurer’s report, Joe second, motion 

carried.
4.
Dennis Nodolf passed out a copy on an e-mail sent to board members.  There was a 


discussion of the levels being two inches above the maximum for two years.  Fran flew 

Dick over the marsh to view the water levels.  There is little difference in the water 


flowing through the Rustic Drive dam and coming out at the Rohrer dam.  Dick presented 
a listing of Precipitation Climatological averages from 1970 through 2000.  The deviation 
from average is greater than six inches in 2010 and almost the same in 2011.  This is 

unusual and we may have a drought in the future.  Seems best to leave nature alone.  Fran 
stated not everyone on the lakes wants the water level lower.  The DNR will not permit 

any action unless it will be in effect for 20 years.  The town could limit the size of boats, 

motors, and speeds.  Biologs could be used by owners to protect shorelines from erosion.  
There is also the problem of two property owners downstream which we cannot control; 

in addition, the Town of Matteson does not want to do anything.  Dick will continue to 

keep the culvert clean of vegetation. The Lake Board will revisit the situation in several 

months.
5.
The Volunteer luncheon was set for October 30.  Carol will check with Lake Aire for 

confirmation of the Sunday noon family style lunch.  Carol will send out invitations to 

the list of volunteers
6.
The Marketing Committee is looking long range for additional income.  With the tax 

deductible possibility, we could accept more donations.   Education activities next year 

could include a demonstration of shoreland buffers, Jon Motquin would do a bird hike, a 

Gibson Island hike, Craig Johanesen a history of the area, and a kayak demonstration.
7.
The County has paved the area at the Town pier at Round Lake.  The Shoreland 


committee will plant a rain garden to stop some of the water runoff.
8.
The Town has agreed to a three year contract for local garbage pickup.

Kris suggested using biologs for erosion at Gibson Island.

Zebra mussels are causing clear water so the lake weeds are growing below the water 

surface.  Denny Nodolf has been removing EWM on Round Lake. 
9.
The next board meeting will be held October 10, 2011. At 10:45 a.m., Joe moved to
