1.      Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.
 
2.      Carl moved to accept the minutes of the October 11 meeting, Fran second, motion  carried.
 
3.      Fran presented the current Treasurer’s report.  There was a $300 profit from the gift  sales.  Joe moved to approve the Treasurer’s report, Dick second, motion carried.
 
4.      Dennis received a letter from Pine Manor restricting access to their property by CLPA as well as the Water Level Research Group.  DNR has authorized a lower level for the Pine Manor dam.  The beaver dam was taken out; Carl assisted in the removal.  Downstream problems do not seem to be considered.  Jim suggested sediments may have to be removed or springs may be lost which feed our lakes.
 
5.      Letter from Russ and Kery Kafka stated our four year grant has ended.  Fran has created a  renewal grant which must be submitted by February 1.  The Town will sign a resolution to renew it for invasive species including zebra mussels.  The Shoreland grant has ended but we have six months to finish.  Shoreland Restoration will be continued with CLPA            sponsorship as it seems to be working.
 
6.      Matt Harp is asking the DNR for leeway in the days for chemical treatment.  It was ineffective last year.  He will have a report coming to us and the DNR.
 
7.      A profit of $300 was made on the sale of calendars, mugs, etc.  There was a discussion of buying more for sale at the Art Fair.
 
8.      Dennis will have a newsletter out mid February.  The Directory will be out in the spring.  Ed will do a coil binding.  Carol has new maps and will update the lake resident listing.
 
9.      Management Plan # 7 indicates CLPA goals for 2011.  Additional comments:
         Joe indicated Ryan Popp would again like the job as boat monitor.
         Fran suggested a 10Ó bike/walk trail around the lake.  It would be a town responsibility.
         Dick discussed the Carp Contest set for May 21-28.  He will obtain a DNR permit.
         Carl suggested we talk to Al Neibur, the fish consultant, about asking the DNR to stop putting muskies into the lake.  The bass population has increased but pan fish decreased.
         Jim stated the county should not allow boat-trailer parking on County Y but use new lot.
