CLPA BOARD MEETING NOTES-July11, 2011
Location: Town Hall, 9:00 a.m.

1. Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.
2. Dick drew a diagram of the lake outlet through Pine Manor dam and explained the flow of water. Dennis Nodolf and Roger Wilson gave their data on the flow. Further discussion is needed on the points Dennis Nodolf presented.
3. Mary Wetzel discussed the preparations for the Triathlon to be held on September 3. There is now a web site where it is possible to register. More participants are expected than the 250 of last year. Mary suggested the dump open at 10 for safety reasons. Volunteers are needed.
4. Item 10 of the June minutes concerned a washing station. Boaters did not want it as indicated by boat landing data. Carl moved to accept the minutes of the June 13 meeting, Dick second, motion carried.
5. Fran presented the current Treasurer’s report. Prizes were given for the pontoon parade; first to Glen McMahon, second to John Griesbach, third to Craig Sorenson. Dick moved to approve the Treasurer’s report, Joe second, motion carried.
6. The Art Fair was a success. Geno Johnson purchased the original fireworks painting for $1000. Prints and raffle tickets were sold. There should be more food and music next year. Parking was adequate but a sign is needed to direct cars to the Round Lake site.
7. The Fourth of July kiddie parade and pontoon parade were well attended. The fireworks continued for about 50 minutes. Next year the fourth is on a Wednesday so the Fireworks Association will have to determine the date for the event, perhaps the Saturday before. Thank you letters need to be sent.
8. Work on the Golf Outing is continuing.
9. Fran will consult with a Shawano accountant about our application to the IRS for C3 classification. The cost is $850 and will take about six months to process. Donations may then be tax deductible and we would not have to pay sales taxes.
10. Dennis and Russ Kafka attended a DNR training session on EWM. A separate company is needed to survey the area to be treated for EWM because of a conflict of interest if the same company does the survey and treatment. Fran moved to engage Onterra, LLC to survey the lakes for EWM, Carl second, motion carried.
11. Five more properties have applied for grants for shoreland restoration. The $1000 grant is still in effect. Biologs and plants are effective in protecting the shoreline. The Shawano County Land Conservation Committee will tour our lakes August 9, at 9 a.m. They will observe EWM, shorelines, and tour Gibson Island.
12.. Fran showed a thank you card received from Jim Aumann.
Dick observed 18 boat trailers and two cars in the new parking lot. The road was parked with cars and trucks.
The lake is dirty and weeds have been cut after the traffic over the Fourth of July.
It may be possible to ask the DNR to make the island shore a no wake area.
13. The next board meeting will be held August 8, 2011. At 11:25 a.m., Joe moved to adjourn the meeting, Dick second. Motion carried.
