Tickets are $5 with children under 12 free.  Donation of ice cream needed or will be purchased.  There is no theme for the parade of pontoons and boats. Carl will handle the judges and plaques.  Dick will place the cones for the parade.  A fire truck and police car will lead and end the parade.  Information will be included in the newsletter coming out next week.

· Matt Harp treated about 5-6 acres of water weeds.  

· Bob indicated the ownership of the boat launch is the township of Belle Plaine.   Mike Nelson and Dick have fixed the pier.  Fran has extra pier stops if they can be used.
