CLPA Meeting Notes – May 15, 2007

· Minutes of March 26 and April 17 were read. Joe moved, Fran seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Jim moved, Joe seconded approval. All in favor.

· Jim said he has contacted Mike Nelson to remove floating vegetation from the lakes in late July and August. He estimated the cost between $1,000 and $3,000. Bob moved, Joe seconded removal of the vegetation on a one-year trial basis costing up to $3,000 with Jim supervising the program. Four in favor, Fran abstained.

· The annual meeting May 27 was discussed and the agenda, set at the April meeting, was finalized. Additions include a report on Gibson Island by Joy Krubsack and information pamphlets rather than vendors.

· Bob reported curly leaf pondweed was treated by Lake and Pond Solutions on May 7 and Eurasian Water Milfoil treatment was scheduled for May 16.

· Dennis proposed a Fun and Fund-Raising Committee be formed to supervise events including Fourth of July, Golf Outing, association’s participation in Cloverfest Run/Walk and any new events. The plan to coordinate the activities will be added to the long-range plan for implementation in 2008.

· Joe reported on a meeting with DNR officials on rusty crayfish trapping. The CLPA will put out 25 traps for 24 hours on a specific day in June, July and August, then report findings to the DNR. That will be repeated in subsequent years. Total crayfish trapped for the season will also be recorded.

· Jim said the annual Golf Outing has been scheduled for Wednesday, July 25, at Riverside Country Club in Clintonville. He is rounding up raffle prizes and hole sponsors.

· Bob reported that the dam on Rustic Drive has been closed, since the water level has dropped to the 72-inch mark as required.

· Boat monitor Rich Cloeter has started his duties and will work throughout the summer with costs shared by the town and a DNR grant.

· Fran moved, Joe seconded adjournment at 9 p.m.
