· Minutes of Nov. 12 were read. Fran moved, Joe seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a total of $68,938 in CLPA accounts. She said the CLPA has purchased a Powerpoint projector. Dick moved, Joe seconded approval of the report. All in favor.
· Esther and Marcy reviewed arrangements for the Heritage day celebration on Feb. 23. The doors will open at 11:30 a.m. at Comfort Inn, lunch will be from 12 to 1, with a program to follow. Marcy and Esther will meet with the Inn and the caterer. Storytellers will be arranged around the room, along with photos and artifacts. First program will be a visit to ice fishing shanties on Saturday, Jan. 26, from noon to 3 p.m. The Heritage day will be Feb. 23 and Craig Johansen will present a program on how Cloverleaf Lakes were formed on Saturday, March 22. The marketing committee will send out leaflets and passports to be used by participants as well as putting information in the newsletter and on the web site.
· Kery Kafka reported by e-mail on the shoreland restoration plans. A form for partial reimbursement of shoreland projects will appear in the newsletter.

· Bob reported that the town will seek funding from Shawano County to replace the dam on Pine Lake at Rustic Drive. Another project in the planning stages is a park area on the Stieg property.

· Dennis reported that the organizational meeting of the Fun Committee will be Jan. 15.

· Dennis reported that the Directory is in the final stages of getting ready for printing. A proof should be ready to review this week.
