· Minutes of Aug. 14 were read. Jim moved, Joe seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a total of $65,375 in CLPA accounts. Proceeds included money for Directory ads and $500 from the Cloverfest Run/Walk. Joe moved, Jim seconded approval. All in favor.

· Dennis presented ideas for a Fun Committee to be the liaison and planning group for lake events including the Fourth of July, Golf Outing and triathlon, as well as developing fund-raising ideas. The CLPA annual meeting will also become a Memorial Day weekend event as a Lake Fair, with more interactive displays and a lake boat tour. A fishing contest in spring or summer was also suggested as well as sale of shirts and caps with a CLPA logo. · Bob updated the board on the agenda for the 2008 Lake Living Adventures series (formerly called the Academy). Events being planned include ice fishing tours, a heritage night, a program on the formation of Cloverleaf Lakes, attendance at the Wisconsin Association of Lakes convention, the annual meeting/lake fair, a series of Pontoon Classrooms during the summer and Gibson Island tours. Dennis moved, Fran seconded having the CLPA pay the registration fee for members who attend the Wisconsin Association of Lakes convention in Green Bay next April. All in favor. Bob moved, Joe seconded having the board endorse and support the Lake Living Adventures curriculum. All in favor.
· Dennis reported the Directory ads and editorial material were delivered to Todd Lukoski at Clintonville High School on Oct. 8 for printing. Lukoski thinks the printing will be completed by the end of October. A proof will be available before printing starts. Delivery to members was discussed, including distribution at the next annual meeting, hand delivery or mailing. Joe moved, Jim seconded mailing the Directory to CLPA members. All in favor.
