CLPA Meeting Notes – Nov. 12, 2007

Location: Town Hall, 8:30 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe, Esther Letven, Marcy Rosenow and Harriet McCauley.
· The meeting started with a planning session for a Belle Plaine Heritage Celebration to be held in February as part of the Adventures in Lake Living series. Marcy Rosenow described her book on Belle Plaine history to be published in December, celebrating the town’s 150th anniversary. Ed and Jim will check on the availability of the Rustic Resort or the Comfort Inn on Feb. 16 or 23. An open house for all town residents is tentatively planned for 1-4 p.m., with a presentation at the midway point and including snacks and cake. Esther and Fran will plan the program, to include a number of stations around the room where people will tell stories, display historical items and show historic photos. Marcy will look into the availability of entertainment. Collectibles and antiques may also be included. The marketing committee will plan how to market the event.

· Minutes of Sept. 11 were read. Jim moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. No bills were reported. Fran said there were 236 paid members.
· Joe moved, Dick seconded setting the annual meeting for Sunday, May 25, at 1 p.m. at the Rustic Resort. All in favor.
· Esther reported on the tentative program for 2008 of the Adventures in Lake Living (ALL). The history program, tours of ice fishing shanties and a series of Pontoon Classrooms are part of the plan. Residents will get a Passport to be stamped at events, with rewards for attendance. Planning is ongoing.

· Kery Kafka submitted a written report on shoreland restoration. Plans for 50 percent reimbursement after residents do shoreland improvements were approved with some changes. The committee will manage the program.

· Kery Kafka also submitted a written report on invasive aquatic plant management. She will hand off the lead role to Russ Kafka in 2008.
· The fisheries committee had no report. Survey results are expected to be included in the next newsletter.

· Fran reported on the status of grants from the Department of Natural Resources. She is processing a $2,200 study grant. The four-year invasives grant is under way, with Matt Harp submitting a report on treatment, which cost $12,000 for Eurasian Water Milfoil and $2,300 for curly leaf pondweed in 2007. Most of that was paid by the DNR grant and the town.

· Bob moved, Dick seconded nominating the Gibson Island Conservation Project for the group Lake Stewardship award given by the Wisconsin Association of Lakes in April. All in favor. The town and individuals will be asked to provide supporting letters and Dennis will submit the paperwork to WAL.

· Dennis reported printing of the Directory has been delayed. The Clintonville High School printing class has had technical difficulties, but will be working on the project during the next two weeks.
· Joe moved, Dick seconded adjourning the meeting at 11:35 a.m.
