CLPA Meeting Notes – Feb. 11, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe, Marcy Rosenow.
· Minutes of Dec. 10 were read. Dick moved, Jim seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a total of $67,658 in CLPA accounts. She said the CLPA made $723 in interest in the fourth quarter of 2007. There are 52 members so far in 2008. Dick moved, Jim seconded approval of the report. All in favor.
· Kery Kafka reported by phone the progress on the Shoreland Restoration project. She said a DNR grant would cover 75 percent of property improvements, but would require a deed restriction and owners were not in favor of that. She is working with NES to submit a grant to partially pay for landscape design plans. She asked if the CLPA was interested in doing a lake survey of plants along the shoreline. Bob said probably not. The board agreed to continue plans to pursue the grant and to do shoreland work in 2008 and 2009.

· Marcy Rosenow reviewed the menu and other plans for the Heritage day celebration on Feb. 23. Fran said about 180 persons are expected for lunch at the Comfort Inn. Marcy will order birthday cakes, including one to be a door prize. Storytellers have been recruited and Esther Letven will be the emcee for the program following lunch. The room will be set up at 1 p.m. Friday, Feb. 22.
· Dick reported that plans for the Gibson Island pier are completed and Mike Nelson plans to begin work next week. He has trailer frames and is welding them to the 6-foot path size. 

· Bob passed out copies of the fisheries survey. He suggested printing some of the comments, along with answers, in the newsletter. Jim said the committee would ask the DNR to plant large panfish in the lake, rather than walleyes and muskies.
· Dennis passed out sample copies of the Directory, which will be printed shortly. 
· Dennis reported that the Fun Committee met in January and had a good brainstorming session. It plans to promote the triathlon and golf outing. It will look into obtaining and selling clothing with the CLPA logo.
· Fran moved, Bob seconded putting the board on record as objecting to legislation (Assembly Bill 297) that would allow large piers and weaken the authority of the DNR. Dennis will draft a letter to be sent to Rep. Tauchen. Bob suggested that Tauchen be invited to meet with the board about lake issues.
· Dick proposed printing a CLPA calendar, featuring photos of the lakes. The idea will be sent to the marketing committee for study.
· Ed Stuebe said he would propose to the Town Board that weather radios could be obtained to alert residents when tornadoes are near.

· Fran moved, Jim seconded adjourning the meeting at 11:55 a.m.
