CLPA Meeting Notes – March 10, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Carl Bruggink, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe.
· Minutes of Jan. 14 were read. Carl moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a total of $65,140 in CLPA accounts. She said the CLPA spent about $3,000 on the Heritage day event There are 88 members so far in 2008. Dick moved, Carl seconded approval of the report. All in favor.
· James Havel of NES Ecological Services was present to report on plans for shoreland restoration. He is preparing a grant to be submitted by May 1 to the DNR. Havel said the company would not charge for writing the grant application, if the company is chosen to provide the services. Bob said he would like see three properties worked on in 2008 to serve as demonstration projects, since results of the grant won’t be known until after the planting season in late July or August. Havel estimated the costs involved would be about $18,000 to include a vegetation survey, shoreland designs for 8-9 sites, an educational booklet, a Restoration Demo Day and a final report. The grant, if approved, would cover 75 percent of the costs.

· Carl moved that the CLPA fund shoreland restoration of three properties in 2008, at a cost of up to $1,000 each, with the Shoreland Restoration Committee managing the project to be completed by Aug. 1. The grant, if funded by the DNR, would pay for 8-10 sites to be planted in the spring of 2009 and the CLPA would provide up to $300 in matching funds for those property owners. NES would provide the educational materials and survey work during 2008-09. Fran seconded the motion. All in favor.
· Rep. Gary Tauchen attended the meeting to discuss Bill AB297 about regulating piers. The board had sent him a letter opposing portions of the bill. Tauchen said the bill had passed by voice vote last week. He said the Assembly’s Natural Resources Committee had weighed the different views and tried to “find a balance” between environmental concerns and property rights. Existing piers would be grandfathered and registered by the DNR at no charge, but permits would be required for new piers. Tauchen also discussed pending lake issues including phosphorous in fertilizer and invasive species. He urged his constituents to sign up for his e-mail newsletter.

· The Directory has been printed and is ready to mail to members.
· Craig Johanesen will present an Adventures in Lake Living program on the formation of Cloverleaf Lakes Saturday, March 22, at 10 a.m. at the Community Center.

· Dick reported that he has cleared the area on Cloverleaf Lake Road for parking spots for the Gibson Island trail. Mike Nelson is planning to start work on constructing a boardwalk through the wetlands shortly, he said. Deep snow has delayed the work.
· Bob said the Fishery Committee has received word that the DNR will be conducting a boom shocking and netting survey of the Cloverleaf Lakes fish population this spring to supplement results of a 2007 survey of anglers and residents.

· Dick moved, Fran seconded adjourning the meeting at 11:25 a.m.
