CLPA Meeting Notes – April 14, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. Also Ed Stuebe.
· Minutes of Feb. 11 were read. Jim moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a total of $62,178 in CLPA accounts. She said she had processed a DNR grant on 2007 invasive aquatic plants. Chemical treatment plus administrative expenses, including purchase of GPS units to mark locations of EWM and the boat monitor’s salary, totaled $21,409. The grant paid for half of that and the town paid $8,000, leaving the CLPA’s share at $1,832. Carl moved, Dick seconded approval of the report. All in favor.
· Fran reported that NES Environmental had processed a shoreland restoration grant application. It includes a plant survey, design work, educational material, a May 2009 shoreland restoration day and a final report. The grant would total $18,154, with reimbursement at 75 percent and cost-sharing by property owners. The CLPA’s cost would be about $2,500. Three properties will be restored in 2008 at a cost of up to $1,000 each as demonstration projects.

· Chris Sampson submitted a written report on the fishery. He said Al Niebur of the DNR would be conducting fyke netting this spring and would prepare a report on the fishery for the CLPA. Sampson said he had met with Niebur to go over results of the fishing survey taken during 2007.
· Dennis reported the 2008 Directory had been printed by the Clintonville High School printing class and distributed to members by mail. Fran said the advertising netted about $500 above the printing cost.

· Rich Cloeter has been hired for a second summer as boat monitor. He will be a town employee, working 30 hours a week for 16 weeks at $10 an hour for a total of about $5,000. The town pays half his salary out of boat launching fees and the other half is paid by a DNR grant.

· Jim reported on weed skimming on the lakes, saying a new weed-cutting machine (minus the cutter) would cost around $50,000. He said Mike Nelson is looking into building a machine with a conveyor to remove floating weeds so they don’t drop to the bottom and become part of the sediment buildup.
· Water quality testing is done twice a year by Joe and Joy Krubsack. Joe said he was planning to attend a DNR training session in Green Bay today.
· Carl said he is monitoring the dam as the ice is melting and plans to close it as it hits the official 72-inch mark.

· Bob said Russ and Kery Kafka had been accepted to attend the state Lake Leaders Institute this year. Bob moved, Joe seconded paying their fee of $300 apiece. All in favor.

· Dick reported that work on the Gibson Island walkway had stalled. He will talk with Mike Nelson about getting it going.

· Jim said the town needs a detailed plan to handle its garbage. Fran moved, Jim seconded the following motion: The Cloverleaf Lakes Protective Association board of directors supports a dual garbage plan in the Town of Belle Plaine that includes residents’ choice of curbside pickup and continuation of the Transfer Station operation, for those who prefer it. The Transfer Station should be open during its present winter schedule of eight hours Saturdays and four hours Wednesdays. All in favor.

· Bob updated a list of board members’ duties.

· Dennis said a meeting of the Fun Committee is scheduled for Tuesday, April 29, at 7 p.m. at the Community Center. He said questions had been asked about whether ads would be accepted by the newsletter or web site. That was referred to the Marketing and Communication Committee. He also had an inquiry about obtaining a mailing list of lake residents. Fran said the policy should be to sell the Directory for $25.
· Joe moved, Dick seconded adjourning at 11:45 a.m. All in favor.
