CLPA Meeting Notes – Aug. 11, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. 
· Minutes of June 9 were read. Carl moved, Fran seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran said the CLPA accounts total $68,992. Joe moved, Dick seconded approval of the treasurer’s report. All in favor.
· The Independence Day events were discussed. The dance and pontoon parade lost about $200. A DJ may be hired in 2009, rather than a band. The Kiddie Parade went well and had good participation. The pontoon parade judging drew some criticism and the board recommended that the winners be required to follow the theme next year. Carl will arrange for the judges. Joe moved, Dick seconded making a $100 contribution to the Belle Plaine Fire Department, which furnished the fire truck for the Kiddie Parade. All in favor.

· Jim reported that 120 golfers entered the Golf Outing on July 30 and the event netted nearly $8,000. He said the raffle prizes were good but that a new long-putt contest didn’t make much money.

· Carl reported the dam is still open and water is just above the 72 inch mark.

· Dennis reported that the Adventures in Lake Living events went well. About 20 people on three boats toured the shoreland restoration sites in July. The pontoon classroom on water quality in early August drew 16 people, who did hands-on water testing. Dick Thurow will lead tours of Gibson Island Sept. 13 and 20.

· Joe said he and his trappers have only trapped three rusty crayfish all summer, plus a couple of native crayfish. That’s way down from previous years. His team will do one more trapping day in August and report results to the DNR.

· Dick said he has two trappers ready to trap muskrats this fall. He will require trappers to collect the tails and tell the locations of traps to qualify for the $5 bounty.
· Dennis reported on the upcoming triathlon. He said organizer Mary Wetzel is asking the CLPA to supply volunteers and the board recruited 10 to 12. Fran will put out an e-mail asking for more volunteers. More athletes have signed up this year for the event, to be held Aug. 30 at the Rustic Resort.

· Bob said he had received a complaint of a shoreland light left on at a Pine Lake property, annoying the neighbors. The CLPA recommends not having nightlights on the shore, or shielding them. Bob will check to see if the light is being left on and, if so, send a letter and pamphlet on light pollution to the property owner.

· Dick reported property owners have been trying to counter gypsy moths in their trees. He said they should look for egg masses and kill them. Dick will write about moths in the upcoming newsletter.

· Dick said two signs are up on Gibson Island, including a 1939 “The Island” sign that Stan Kleiss restored. He said Mike Nelson plans to finish the boardwalk and the parking area soon.
· Bob said he will work on signs for the kiosk at the boat landing, including town ordinance and regulations on boating.

· Kery and Russ Kafka sent written reports on invasive aquatic plants and shoreland restoration. Kery said Kathy and Dennis Nodolf are joining the AIS team. Russ will train them to locate EWM and other invasives. Kathy Nodolf and Harriet McCauley are joining the shoreland team, which is working on a long-range plan.

· The board voted to donate $500 to the Fireworks Association, with Jim making the motion and Dick seconding. All in favor.

· Joe reviewed materials from the Shawano Country Chamber of Commerce. The board decided not to join the chamber.

· Joe received information about electronic monitoring of the boat launch area, sending photos of boats by Internet. He will check on an existing site in Burnett County and Fran will check to see if the DNR invasives grant would cover the purchase or lease of that equipment.

· Joe moved, Dick seconded adjourning at 11:25 a.m. All in favor.
