CLPA Meeting Notes – Aug. 14, 2007

Location: Town Hall

Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Joe Mass, Jim Aumann, Dennis Thornton, Carl Bruggink, Dick Thurow. Also Ed Stuebe.
· Minutes of June 12 were read. Fran moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported net income of more than $10,000 from the golf outing and sale of Dan Bleck’s painting and prints. Carl moved, Jim seconded approval. All in favor.

· Fran moved, Jim seconded paying bills, including expenses for making prints and bait for rusty crayfish traps. All in favor.

· Bob reported on the purchase of a Dan Bleck print to be donated to the town of Belle Plaine. He suggested hanging it above the Gibson Island donors plaque in Town Hall. Jim will present the print to the Town Board at its Sept. 10 meeting.

· Bob went through a two-page CLPA organization chart describing board members’ duties and members of 12 committees. One change is that Dick will become the muskrat trapping coordinator.

· Bob reported that the town has received $750,000 from American Transmission Co. to be used for environmental projects. He suggested board members could contribute to a “wish list” of lake projects that could be funded.

· A fishing survey that was mailed in July has received more than 250 responses. Chris Sampson is compiling results and will report them in the newsletter.

· Joe reported that not as many rusty crayfish have been trapped this year. He has a total of about 150 so far.

· Dennis reported that the newsletter is nearly completed. It will be sent out prior to Labor Day.
· Jim reported that the golf outing went well, with 23 foursome participating and a net revenue of $6,778, plus $3,239 for Dan Bleck’s painting and prints. He and Kurt Popp have some improvements in mind for next year’s event.

· Dennis said he had received information from Mary Wetzel about the triathlon scheduled Sept. 1. She asked for volunteers from the lake association to help with the approximately 200 athletes expected to participate. Board members will help, plus Ed Stuebe will send out an e-mail asking for volunteers.

· Bob reported the design team for the Cloverleaf Lakes Academy will meet Aug. 27, including advisers from UW-Extension, UW-Stevens Point and the DNR.

· Carl said board members will begin selling ads for the Directory, with a deadline of Oct. 1. He has talked with the printer from Clintonville High School who said color ads are possible. The Directory is expected to be completed and distributed later this fall.

· The next meeting of the CLPA board will be Sept. 11 at 7 p.m.

· Carl moved, Dick seconded adjourning the meeting at 9:10 p.m.
