CLPA Meeting Notes – Sept. 8, 2008
Location: Town Hall, 9 a.m.
Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Jim Aumann, Carl Bruggink, Joe Mass, Dick Thurow, Dennis Thornton. 
· Minutes of Aug. 11 were read. Carl moved, Dick seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Fran reported a balance of $66,697 in all accounts. Joe moved, Carl seconded approval of the report. All in favor. Carl moved, Dick seconded allowing the treasurer to pay expenses up to $100 without board approval. All in favor.
· Carl reported the dam has been closed for several weeks during a dry spell. The water level is down 2 to 3 inches from the 72 inch mark. He said the dam doesn’t seal well and may need repair or replacement.

· The board discussed the town-owned Stieg property across Highway Y from the boat landing. The consensus is that the board is against creating a large parking lot for cars and boat trailers in the current wooded area because it would encourage more large boats to enter the lakes. There may be support for a small park with a shelter and a few parking spaces.

· Dick said he has contacted muskrat trappers and that trapping will be scheduled this fall, when the muskrats start building winter nests.

· Joe said only three rusty crayfish were caught all summer. He said he is checking with the DNR to try to determine a reason for the small number. The rusty crayfish plan will be continued in 2009.

· Bob reported that a yard light on the shore of Pine Lake is an issue. He is handling the situation, which has been a concern to neighbors.
· Dick reported on the status of Gibson Island projects. Progress has been made on the boardwalk, but it is not yet completed. Tours are scheduled Sept. 13 and 20. Dick did some work on the remains of a fireplace behind the monument, shoring it up to protect it from the weather.

· Dennis said that Mary Wetzel, organizer of the Aug. 30 triathlon, reported an increase to 97 participants and expects to raise $350 to $500 for the lake association in addition to proceeds for the Clintonville swim club. She suggested the CLPA could have made more money by holding a raffle. The event went smoothly, with more than a dozen CLPA members volunteering to help. She is already making plans for a bigger event next year.

· A written report from Russ Kafka updated the board on the Aquatic Invasive Species team. Three teams have been formed, one for each lake with Dennis and Kathy Nodolf joining to manage Round Lake, and a third GPS unit purchased to locate EWM and curly-leaf pondweed. The invasives were mapped on a recent outing and Matt Harp will treat the invasives next spring.

· A written report from Kery Kafka updated the board on the Shoreland Restoration team. The team is preparing a long-range plan to submit to the Town Board for possible funding. Another plan being discussed would place trees along Gibson Island to protect the shoreline.

· Bob said Rich Cloeter has completed his job as boat monitor and that Rebecca Furdek has been hired to be boat monitor in 2009.
· The board discussed holding a recognition event for volunteers. Tentative plans call for a brunch at Popps at noon on Oct. 26. Dennis, Bob, Fran and Joe will draw up a list of volunteers to invite, including board members and committee members.

· Board members discussed erosion at the boat landing caused by boats powering onto trailers. A suggestion will be made to the town board to prohibit power drive-ons at the landing.

· Carl moved, Dick seconded adjournment at 11:10 a.m. All in favor.
