CLPA Meeting Notes – June 12, 2007

Location: Town Hall

Attendees: Bob Tomashek, Fran West, Joe Mass, Jim Aumann, Dennis Thornton, Carl Bruggink. Also Dick Thurow, Mary Wetzel, Steve Joosten and Ed Stuebe.
· Minutes of May 15 were read. Fran moved, Joe seconded approval of minutes. All in favor.

· Treasurer’s report was read. Carl moved, Jim seconded approval. All in favor.

· Mary Wetzel described her plans for the first Tri Cloverleaf Lakes triathlon, scheduled for Saturday, Sept. 1. The Clintonville Swim Club will sponsor the event to help fund a girls high school swim team. The triathlon will be a family event held at the Rustic Resort, with competitors swimming, biking and running in and around the lakes. Proceeds will be split 60-40 between the Swim Club and the CLPA, with the CLPA helping to provide volunteers for the event. Dennis made a motion, Carl seconded, to support and cooperate with the triathlon. All in favor.

· Election of officers was held by the board. Carl nominated, Dennis seconded Bob Tomashek for president. All in favor. Jim nominated, Joe seconded Carl Bruggink for vice president. All in favor. Jim nominated, Joe seconded Dennis Thornton for secretary. All in favor. Carl nominated, Joe seconded Fran West for treasurer. All in favor.

· A vacancy on the board was filled by election of the board as stipulated under the bylaws. Dennis nominated, Fran seconded Dick Thurow to serve a three-year term on the board of directors. All in favor.
· Jim outlined his plans for the Golf Outing to be held July 25 at Riverside Golf Course in Clintonville. He is trying to get 36 foursomes as well as get prizes for raffles and sign up hole sponsors. The outing netted $8,600 in 2006.

· Joe reported trapping 18 rusty crayfish in the past few days. Joe, Scott Monroe, Stan Kleiss and Monk Molitor will set out crayfish traps for the DNR project next week.

· The dam on Rustic Drive is at the 72-inch mark set by the DNR, Carl reported. It has been shut since early May.

· Steve Joosten reported on Fourth of July activities. The theme for the pontoon parade was set as “Let’s Celebrate.” He needs trophies for the parade winners and Carl will get them. There will be no silent auction this year but there will be a 50-50 raffle at the dance on July 6. Steve has the Kiddie Parade details lined up.

· Board members will approach businesses to advertise in the Directory starting in August. Dennis offered to draw up sample ads to show potential advertisers.

· The Fun Committee was discussed. More activities at the lakes and better liaison between sponsoring groups will be the goals. The committee will be discussed further at the next meeting.

· Bob updated the board on plans for the Cloverleaf Lakes Academy. He said the Wisconsin Lakes Partnership is interested in participating and the DNR has offered a $3,000 grant. Focus groups will provide suggestions at meetings June 30 and July 11. Dennis will send out a letter inviting residents who have participated in the study groups to the meetings.
· Fran reported the paleo-core sample will be taken by the DNR on July 12.

· A proposal to dredge the channel south of Gibson Island was described by Jim. The Foth engineering company of Green Bay inspected the channel and said that dredging 600 feet long, 80 feet wide and four feet deep would cost about $88,000. A study needed to apply for a grant would cost $3,000 to $5,000. Dredging sediment in other areas of the lake would probably not be approved by the DNR and would be costly, Jim said. Shoreland restoration would be preferable to limit sedimentation. Carl made a motion, Joe seconded, to send a letter to Foth thanking the company for the information but saying we are not in a position to do the dredging at this time. All in favor.
· Joe moved, Carl seconded adjourning the meeting at 9:20 p.m.

· No meeting will be scheduled in July. Bob will send out a notice on the August meeting date.
